Shibamata is the only one city in Tokyo which has been selected as the

tourist destination where you can enjoy Japanese culture, food and nature
all together. There are many attractive spots along the Edogawa riverside

scenery and museums where you can enjoy while taking a long and slow walk.

@® Shibamata Taishakuten Temple and the Approach
Shibamata Taishakuten (Daikyoji Temple), a beautiful wooden architecture

with delicate wood carvings, was built in 1629.
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About 200 meters from Shibamata station lays an approach to the temple.
It is popular spot with traditional atmosphere. The specialty of Shibamata
is sweet dumplings made with herb and front-river fish cuisine.

@ Yamamoto-tei House (Admission Fee: ¥100)
Yamamoto-tei House is a unique
architecture in “the Modern Japanese”
style, influenced by both Japanese and
western architectural styles.
